• The residence halls close for non-graduating students on Saturday, May 12th at noon. 
Students should speak with their Quad Director to request an extension through noon on Sunday, 
May 13th.  

• The residence halls close for graduating seniors on Monday, May 21st at noon. No extensions 
can be given past this date and time as the University must prepare for summer academic sessions 
and summer conferences.  

• Community Advisors will be having final floor or building meetings before the beginning of 
finals. This is an opportunity for students to receive information and ask questions related to the 
closing of the residence halls.  

• Students will be provided with information related to residence hall closing on their room 
doors. This information includes a checklist of tasks to complete prior to departure.  

• Please begin having conversations with your son or daughter regarding plans for packing and 
moving out of the halls. This helps prevent some last minute headaches as you scramble to pack up 
belongings!  

• Students will be busy studying and completing final papers and projects throughout the semester. 
Packing a box or bag is a good study break!  

• Please note that all students are charged for damage or excessive trash that they leave in their 
room or hall. Most charges for damages at the end of the year are avoidable! Be sure that your 
son or daughter removes all of their belongings and trash from their room. Trash must be taken to 
the large dumpsters located within each quad area. There will also be areas for students to donate 



items from his/her rooms to local charities should they wish to.
